	USER FEES:  Fees for the dumping of the following materials at the Town Transfer Station will be as follows:

               Yearly Permit: $5.00 may be purchased at the Town Office or transfer station.
               

	A.   White Goods – $5.00 per item except if Freon needs to be removed, an additional $15.00 will be    charged per item

	
B.   Scrap Metals – free of charge for small single items (arm full), $20.00 per ½ ton pickup load

	
C.   Clean Wood/Brush - $20.00 per ½ ton pickup load

	
D.   Bulky Items - $10.00 per item or $30.00 per ½ ton pickup load

	E. Demolition Debris - $25.00 per ½ ton pickup load

	F. Propane Tank - $10.00 per item, only accepted if valve removed

	

	*A PICKUP LOAD IS WHEN THE PICKUP BODY IS FILLED LEVEL TO THE TOP OF THE SIDE WALLS.

	*THE ATTENDANT ON DUTY WILL DETERMINE THE AMOUNT OF LOADS OR PORTION OF A LOAD BEING DISPOSED OF.


Note:  Bagged household waste must be put out curbside for weekly trash collection.
Q:  
What materials will not be accepted at the Transfer Station and how can I dispose of these items?

A:
Hazardous waste, air conditioners, paint, televisions, computer monitors, chemicals, tires, auto parts, and shingles.

Q:
How do I prove that I am a Hermon resident?

A:
Residents wishing to use the transfer station must purchase a window sticker at the Town Office or the transfer station that is to be placed on the inside windshield of the vehicle transporting the waste.  The cost per sticker is $5.00 (No commercial/contractor use will be accepted).


Note:  The Hermon Transfer Station only accepts materials generated in Hermon.

Q:
Where can I take a large amount of construction debris?

A:
Construction and demolition debris can be taken to the Pine Tree landfill, previously known as Sawyer’s landfill, located off the Emerson Mill Road in Hampden.  Please call Pine Tree at 1-800-639-6205 if you have any questions regarding dates, times or fee schedules.

Q:
How do I report unacceptable materials left curbside?

Call Pine Tree Waste at 1-800-639-6205 to report any unacceptable materials left curbside.

Does the Town of Hermon recycle?
